BISHOP’S CERTIFICATE IN CHURCH SCHOOL GOVERNANCE
In addition to the Diocesan and school trainings, the Board offers the Bishop’s Certificate; this course comprises ten modules on key issues affecting church schools. Governing bodies must sign up for the whole course, but send up to four governors on each module. Individuals would therefore only attend selected modules according to interest and need. A separate leaflet giving details of the modules and costs is available on request, but schools must commit to this course prior to the start of the school year. Details are sent out in January each year.
