	Find out how school meals are prepared. What is needed for this to be done every day? How do we say thank you to those who prepare our food at home?

Read & talk about the Old Testament story of God providing the Israelites with manna daily as they wandered in the wilderness.
Talk about the difference between wanting something & needing it. Make 2 lists. Are they the same for everybody?

Reflect on own attitude to needing and wanting and what it means to ask for Daily Bread.

Think about children who don’t have enough to eat. How could we help them?

	Talk about things that make people cross. How do they behave? How important & difficult is it to say sorry? Draw/write about 2 things that cause most problems in the playground. Suggest what can be said or done to put things right. Tell the story of Zacchaeus. Dramatise the events. Learn the song. Talk about Jesus’ attitude to Zacchaeus. What affect did it have?  How was it different to the attitude of the crowd? What do we learn about forgiveness and making things right from this story?
