	To appreciate that sharing can benefit the giver and the receiver

To understand that Harvest is a time for sharing with those less fortunate than us

 
	Tell a story about sharing.  

Use circle time; divide the group in two, one half talks about their experiences of sharing something & the other group speak about feelings of receiving.

Ask pupils to bring in one piece of fruit each. Make a fruit salad to eat together. 

Reflect on the saying: ‘hands have to be open both to give & receive and what we already know from the bible about sharing.

Discuss the difference between really needing something and wanting something.

Start a display of overlapping hand shapes describing what sharing involves.

Select one agency/charity that your school supports at Harvest, Christmas, or Lent etc. Find out their aims & examples of their practical work. Talk about collections for charity and attitudes to giving.  Think of ways that children can ‘give’ other than money. Link this to Lent projects.
