To know why Christians pray
	Discuss why people pray. Draw from own experiences and pictures of people from different religions praying.

Ask: What are they doing? Who are they talking to? Make the analogy of a telephone call with a speaker and a listener.

Make a list of times when Christian people might pray to God. Discuss the variety of things they might want to pray to God about. 

Light a candle and encourage pupils to share their personal experiences of praying, what it means to them and what they want to find out about prayer in this unit.

	To know there are different types of Christian prayer and discover how people use them at home and at church
To learn that prayer can be in any language or style

To understand that the sincerity of the person praying is important to God
To read a famous Christian prayer
ASSESSMENT FOCUS; I CAN…

LEVEL1: talk about what it means to pray

LEVEL2: recall types of prayer: thankyou, sorry, asking

LEVEL3: explain the 3 types of prayer 

LEVEL1: talk about my own experiences of praying

LEVEL2: think of a question I or someone else might have about prayer

LEVEL3: think of some answers to the questions and compare with others

	Praise – prayers telling God how great he is. Read Psalm 150. Learn song ‘Praise the Lord in everything’. Use percussion to accompany the words. 

Thank you Prayers – Thought shower things people can be thankful for and things Christians thank God for.
Make a thank you prayer book with words & pictures. Use them for class prayers.
Sorry Prayers –Use circle time. Put a candle in the centre as a focus for thinking about dark and light and how we do wrong and  bad things happen in the world we feel sad and in the “dark” and we want to say sorry and see the light. Teach that Christians can say sorry to God and be forgiven. Discuss how we say sorry and demonstrate ways of showing it (handshake, kiss, hug, letter, including in a game etc). Act out scenarios.

Asking Prayers – for healing, helping – avoid material requests!  

Tell the account of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector.  Talk about what it means and why Jesus told the story. Act out the parable with exaggerated movements. Sequence the story in words and pictures
Read the famous prayer :

God be in my head & in my understanding.

God be in my eyes & in my looking.

God be in my mouth & in my speaking.

God be in my heart & in my thinking.

God be at my end & at my departing.

Discuss each line touching the appropriate part of their ‘body’. Explain that Christians are asking God to be with them in all parts of their lives and that they believe God is with them when they die.

Have a time for recall and personal response on what has been learnt in this unit.
