	To know the accounts of Jesus’ visit to the Temple in Jerusalem:

when he was 12 years old


	Tell the (reflective) story of The Boy Jesus in the Temple from Luke 2:41-52 Follow with creative responses. OR
Talk about times when pupils have been lost or separated from adults.

Read the account from the bible. 

Identify with the feelings of Mary & Joseph when they couldn’t find Jesus. Introduce the words rabbi & synagogue. Dramatise the events.  Talk about Jesus’ response ‘I must do my Father’s work’. What Father did he mean? What work did he mean? How was he different from other boys?

Think deeply about verse 52. What did it mean for Jesus?

Discuss what pleasing God might mean and what people need to do to please God. Share what it means to them personally. Write/draw this on a piece of paper that will be made into a scroll next lesson.

	Know that the Torah is a special book for the Jews, that it is kept in the Synagogue and is used by Jews today

Select a part of the class bible that is special to them and say why they like it, how it helps then or how it makes them feel.


	Do special object visualisation exercise followed by pupils naming something that is special to them and why.

Pass replica Torah around and show pictures of scrolls (from internet) and covers to convey the importance of the Torah. Explain how the scroll is handwritten in Hebrew, the writing goes from right to left, and Jews cover their heads with a prayer cap and wear a special prayer shawl called a tallit to read it. Jesus would have worn a prayer shawl to read and pray. 

Make a scroll using the writing/drawing about pleasing God from the last lesson.

Use the Hebrew alphabet sheet to choose their initial or a letter that is special to them to copy onto scroll (note they have no vowels: try writing whole name and reading it!)

Teach that the bible is the special book for Christians, and the Old Testament written before Jesus was born, contains the teaching that is in the Jewish Torah. 

Look at class bibles and invite pupils to share some special stories they remember and how they help Christians to follow God.

Discuss whether the class looks after and values its special books, should there be a special place or cover made for them?

	Know why, when and how Jewish people celebrate Shabbat:

Understand that it is a rest from work recalling God resting on the seventh day after creation.

Share why, when and how their families take part in special religious practices and what they mean to themselves and other members of their family.

	Recall learning from previous lessons about learning about God and how to live to please God.

Recall story of creation and how God rested on the seventh day. Read the fifth commandment and teach that 

Jewish people call the seventh day Shabbat.

Read Sammy Spider celebrates Shabbat and find out more about it from the internet in preparation for acting it out next lesson.

Thought shower why, when and how their families have special days together. Write down responses, talk about what makes the time special, things we use to help us make it special. Bring out a candle and talk about how we might use candles as Jewish people do at Shabbat. Use the lit candle for quiet reflection to thank God for special times at home and school.

	Know why, when and how Jewish people celebrate Shabbat:
Ask a Jewish visitor some questions to find out more about what is special and important to people who are Jews. Compare the answers with last week’s discoveries about the special  religious practices that are important in their own family. 
	Act out the preparations a Jewish family makes for Shabbat :

Children hurry home from school, house is cleaned, table set.

Think about how the family welcome Shabbat as if it were a special visitor. Enact the meal:

Mum lights the two Shabbat candles and says a prayer for the family; they stand around the table, Dad says a prayer to thank God for the bread then cuts it up for everyone to eat, the wine is passed around in small glasses, After this they sit down to eat the meal. Pupils draw the Shabbat table set out with items labelled and write an individual 'blessing' for something special in their lives.
	Challah loaf to share (plaited loaf –make dough in bread maker and plait )

Shabbat artefacts

Watch video clips from internet showing Shabbat, focussing on the Friday night meal, the preparations and the blessings. (or use Pathways of Belief – Judaism programme 1 or ‘candle’ section of ‘Candle, water, moon, tree and sword’ video)  or invite in a member of the Jewish community to talk about Shabbat in the home.

	Explain that the Shabbat starts with a meal on Friday evening on the Saturday the Jewish family attends the synagogue. Show pictures of worship in the synagogue discuss questions and find answers from internet and books.

Explain the Havdalah ceremony.

At the end of the Shabbat, a special candle with 5 wicks plaited together is lit. This is the Havdalah ceremony, the family gather around the candle which when lit is a symbol of the family gathering together for Shabbat and when blown out is a symbol of the family splitting up and going back to work or school for the week. They also pass a Havdalah spice box around; everyone smells the spices as a consolation for the end of Shabbat remembering the happiness as well as the lessons learnt. Pass around the Spice box and smell the delightful spices. Talk about the idea of the ‘fragrance’ of Shabbat making the next week better. The class may 

decide to make and decorate a spice box or something similar.
