LEARNING ABOUT ISLAM

KEY STAGE 1


	INTRODUCTION: this unit is an introduction to Islam for Y1 or Y2.  Pupils need some prior knowledge of the following concepts: a religious belief, prayer, worship, bible.

	AT1 (B) PRACTICES AND WAYS OF LIFE
LEVEL 1: Say “that is the Qur’an that is a Muslim using a prayer mat” when my teacher shows me pictures. 
LEVEL 2: Talk about how Muslims and Christians pray and about their holy books and make simple comparisons.

LEVEL 3: Describe some differences and similarities in the way Muslims and Christians pray and in their holy books.
	AT2 (B) MEANING PURPOSES AND TRUTH

LEVEL 1: Talk about what interested me and puzzled me.

LEVEL 2: Say what prayer means to me and ask questions about what prayer means for a Muslim.

LEVEL 3: Compare my personal religious ideas and experiences about prayer and worship with those of others.

	AT1

To know how and to whom Muslims pray

AT2

	Lower

I can say that is a Muslim praying when a teacher shows me pictures.

AT 2

I can talk about what interested me and puzzled me

AT 1

I can describe the differences in the way that Muslims and Christians pray.

AT 2

I can compare my ideas about prayer/reflection with what I have learnt about the importance of prayer for a Muslim.


	Introduce this unit with a special object visualisation: 

Pupils sit in a circle, relaxed, prepared to visualise something. Ask them to visualise something that is special to them…..

Show the class a Muslim prayer mat, explain Muslims use a mat to help them pray to Allah. Prayer is very important for Muslims and is called “Salah”. 

Talk about who God is for Christians. Explain that Allah is the name Muslims have for God.

Invite pupils to share how and where they pray or take time to think quietly to themselves.

Tell pupils the mat will be used as a focus to learn about how Muslims pray over the next 2 weeks.

Ask a Muslim pupil or teacher or use video clips to show how Muslims wash to prepare for prayer and pray.

Explain the importance of being ready (clean) and facing east and the body position.

Invite pupils to write down questions they have about how Muslims pray.

Have a time of quiet reflection as a class to share thoughts on when they pray, why people pray and how prayer can help.

	AT 1

I can recall the events of the Muslim story of creation.

AT 2

I can talk about what I find interesting about creation.

Higher

AT 1

I can describe some the things that are different and the same for religious people

AT 2.

I can ask important questions about life and compare my ideas with those of other people.
	AT 1 Take a close look at the prayer mat and recall the learning from the last lesson.

Identify the patterns on the mat and explain that Muslims don’t draw pictures of Allah instead they make patterns of natural things. 

Show the star and moon symbol of the Islamic faith and explain that Muslims believe Allah created the world and man must look after it. Read an easy version of the creation story, noting similarity with Christian one.

AT 2 Go on a walk outside, collect some natural things/take pictures or sit outside and reflect on the beauty of creation and the importance of looking after our natural environment. 

What things do you think are beautiful in the world? What things do you think are amazing?

Recall that this is important for people of different religions. Emphasise that Muslims, Christians and Jews worship their creator and want to live in the way their creator thinks best.

	AT 1

Know that the Qu’ran  is a special book for Muslims, that it is handled with great care and read in Arabic 

AT2

To talk about the meaning of a verse from the Qur’an and make comparisons with other familiar words or bible verses that have special personal meaning.


	Lower

AT1: I can say that is the Qu’ran when my teacher shows me pictures.
AT2: I can talk with others about what a verse that has been explained to us means.
Higher

AT1: I can describe some similarities and differences between the Christian and Muslim Holy books.

AT2: I can talk about some special words or a bible verse that has special meaning for me.

	AT 1 Remind pupils of special object visualisation exercise to prepare for showing the Muslim holy book the Qur’an and explaining how it is handled with great care because Muslims believe it contains the exact words of Allah and his message for the world.

Give some simple info about the Qur’an.

Simple text and photo of Qur’an.

This message was handed down to people by a prophet Allah chose called Muhammad.

Tell the story of the angel Jibril revealing Allah’s words to Muhammad when he was praying on mount Hira. Muhammad taught 

people how Allah wanted them to live, this way of life was called Islam, Islam means “obeying Allah’s will”.

AT 2 Talk about pictures that have special meaning to us and words that have special meaning to us- including our names and special words we may display around school (these may include verses from the bible and golden rules).


	Please handle the Qur’an with respect.

	AT1

Know that Muslims use verses of the Qu’ran and patterns of natural things rather than pictures for decoration.

AT2

To choose words and natural pictures that have special personal meaning and explain why. 


	Lower

AT1: I can say some things which are special for Muslims.

AT2: I can choose religious words and pictures that are special to me.
Higher

AT1: I can say some things that are the same and some things that are different for Christians and Muslims.
AT2: I can say why some special words or a bible verse I have chosen have special meaning for me.

	AT 1 Investigate Arabic script. Look at pictures of how words from the Qu’ran are used as decoration along with patterns of natural things in mosques and texts. Explain how the Qur’an is read in Arabic and Muslim children go to Mosque school to learn Arabic so they can read the Qur’an.
AT 2 Get pupils to write initial letter of their name in Arabic.

Use this and pictures of natural things to make an attractive border for a page.

Pupils to write some words that have special meaning for them. Give opportunity for pupils to share and explain their work.

As a class recall learning from the unit using the sorting diagram sheet.
