YEAR 2 EASTER IN CHURCH

	INTRODUCTION: 
This unit focuses on how Christians prepare for and celebrate Easter in the local church and that it is the most important time of year for Christians. It provides opportunity for pupils from faiths other than Christianity to share how they prepare to celebrate a religious festival.
The following vocabulary will be taught: Lent, Ash Wednesday, giving, fasting and celebration.
 Pupils need some prior knowledge of the following concepts: Christians worship and celebrate religious festivals at the church, Easter symbols unit Year 1.

	AT1 FORMS OF EXPRESSION
LEVEL 1 I can recognise symbols, pictures and artefacts which relate to Lent and Easter.
LEVEL 2: I can say what the above stand for. 

LEVEL 3:  I can use religious words to describe the meaning of the above.


	AT2 IDENTITY AND BELONGING
LEVEL 1: I can talk about a special thing I remember from visiting the church and how I plan to celebrate Easter.

LEVEL 2: I can ask the person who shows us round the church what will happen in church on Easter Sunday and what it would be like being there.

LEVEL 3: I can compare my feelings about Easter and about visiting the church with those of my friends and the person who led our visit.

	Discuss the concept of having a ‘spring clean’ and how a person might spring clean themselves to prepare for a religious celebration.
Find out about Ash Wednesday and Lent. Explain the term ‘shriven’ and practice of Christians fasting (or doing without) during Lent. Discuss pupils’ experiences of feasting and fasting in other religious tradititions.   

Discuss the special projects, collections and worship which takes place in your school and the local church.
Discuss why Christians ‘give up’ or ‘take on’ something for Lent.
Prepare questions to ask local church minister in preparation for visit about :
· how Christians get ready for Easter.
· how Christians celebrate Easter.
· what special things happen in church at Easter.
· what is different in church at Easter from other times of the year and why.

	Visit the church

Get priest/vicar to Identify the key symbols, pictures and artefacts which relate to the Easter story in the church and explain their meaning simply. 

Get pupils to ask their questions and record findings. Display with photo in school (or arrange for the work to be displayed in church).
Have a circle time in church. 

Pupils share what they found special from the visit and how they will celebrate Easter.
